 Thank you Lord that you comfort us in our tribulation  2 Cor. 1:4 

 And teach us from this to comfort others in any trouble they may be 

experiencing  

 You teach us to stand strong in the Lord and to trust you against all odds. 1 

Cor. 16:13  

 We are to fight the good fight of faith and never give up hope 

 For you are our strength and you are the one who teaches our fingers to 

war. 

 

(1) Oh God, you are truth! 

 

 Even when we are “pressed out of measure” 2 Cor. 1:8 

 Even when our strength is drained from us. 

 Even when we despair of life itself 

 

 We have learned to trust you with our life! 

 

 You are the resurrection and life so even death cannot defeat us for you 

will raise us from the dead if necessary to fulfill your purposes in us! 

 Death has no power over us because our trust is in you Oh God! 

 You will deliver us even as you have in the past, even as you do presently 

deliver us, and will even deliver us in the future! 

 

(2) Your Promises are sustaining us even now! 

 

 2 Cor. 1:20 For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, 

unto the glory of God by us! 

 We are established in God 

 We live in His anointing 

 We live under His umbrella of protection, grace and favor 
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 And His promise is that we are kept of Him and are secure in Him  

 So we need  never fear 

 

 Satan cannot get advantage of us because our trust is completely in the 

keeping grace of Jesus Christ  2 Cor. 2:11 

 

 Quite to the contrary we are  promised victory that glorifies God 

 2 Cor. 2:14 

 We will not faint or grow weary because our strength comes from God and 

it is inexhaustible!  

 He is a source of perpetual renewal and energy. 

 

(3) We are given everything we need to live to God’s glory and according to 

His purpose 

 

 We are constantly being transformed into His likeness 

 We are being changed into the image of Christ  2 Cor. 3:18 

 A continual metamorphous is taking place 

 By the Holy Spirit we are going from glory to glory: from one level of 

likeness to a higher level of His likeness 

 So that as we look into the mirror we see more of God and less of ourselves 

 We are not remaining the same but being conformed to His likeness 

 Ro. 12:2 

 

(4) We are invited to walk in the Spirit 

 

 We are not limited to our 5 natural senses 

 But we are able to walk supernaturally 

 We walk by revelation of God 

 In fact it is this revelation that changes us! 

 It is this revelation that gives us the ‘edge’ over the rest of the world 
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 God has given His children an ‘advantage’ over the world 

 

 We are special to God! 

 

 We are His kids 

 We are His offspring 

 We are His chosen and accepted ones in Christ Jesus 

Point: The Enemy would like to blind us to this fact so we will not walk in our 

‘privilege’  

 We have been given special rights  

 We have been given special access 

 His door is always open to us 

 We are filled with His knowledge 

 We are full of treasure  2 Cor. 4:7 

 We are not short of resources 

 

(5) We can make it through anything because God is with us and will bring us 

through!  

 

 2 Cor. 6:1-10 

 “For we walk by faith, not by sight”  2 Cor. 5:7 

 We walk with our spiritual eyes ‘OPEN’ 

 We do not walk by what we see in the natural, but what we see in the Spirit 

 We call those things that are not as though they were 

 

 We create our future by the words of our mouth 

 

 God is Creator and as His children we have the power to ‘create’ what He 

has designed for us by using our faith filled ‘words’ 

 So we are not limited by our circumstance 
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 We are not limited by our limitations 

 We are not limited by anything but our words 

 If we can line up our words to His Word, Change will come! 

 

(6) Let us then consider this! 

 

 “Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves 

from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of 

God”  2 Cor. 7:1 

 Because these things will interfere with our relationship 

 They will take us out from under His covenant and Kingdom law 

 They put us at risk of being subject to everything the world is subject to. 

 

 The love of Christ is our motivator in this 

 

 Love constrains us to His likeness 

 Love compels us to come into His purity and to separate ourselves from 

things that draw us away from His likeness. 

 It is hard to go from ‘glory to glory’ and be in union with Christ when we’re 

still married to the mindset of the world 

Note: So we are commended to come out from among the world 

 To be a separated people who reflect light because we are filled with His 

Light 

 Light and darkness cannot mix 

 Light pushes away from darkness 

 The heart that is passionately in love with Jesus will grow brighter and 

brighter  

 And we are enabled to live by His grace in a manner that pleases God and 

that sets us apart from the sons of darkness! 
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 We are truly bought with a price! 

 

 We belong to Christ 

 We have not been deprived of our rights in this but actually have been 

liberated to ‘choose’ light and to walk in it. 

 Outside of His work of grace we don’t even have the power to be free of 

darkness! 

So Then Father! 

 We surrender this day to you with all its situations and with all our 

circumstance including those that are not pleasant 

 We of our own free will choose to trust you! 

 We of our own free will lay all our burdens at your feet knowing that you 

care for us as sons! 

 We are confident in your Fatherhood 

 We are confident that we are your sons!
